ASSISTANT SITE SUPERINTENDENT
The Assistant Site Superintendent coordinates and supervises activities of workers engaged in golf course grounds maintenance and turf management.  Performs routine golf course maintenance tasks and related duties using mowers, tractors and other power equipment.  This individual reports to the Golf Course Superintendent and supervises Laborers.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS

1.
Operates all golf course machinery i.e. tractors, mowers, and other power equipment in a responsible manner.

2.
Assists in training of golf course personnel in proper techniques of equipment operation and safety.

3.
Responsible for eradication of pests on all golf course properties i.e. insects, fungi, weed control, etc. as directed by the Site Superintendent.

4.
Performs routine inspections of golf course noting needed repairs to insure safety and cleanliness for public and employees.

5.
Directs the work of golf course personnel as needed.  Assists in winter maintenance of all golf course equipment and supplies.

6.
Installs, maintains and performs minor repairs of irrigation systems.  Assists in operation and maintenance of irrigation pumps and controllers.

7.
Performs a variety of tasks on the golf course to maintain the best possible playing condition i.e. raking, seeding, fertilizing, pruning, refuse removal, etc.

8.
Drives a motorized vehicle to travel to different locations.

9.
Performs tasks that will require walking, bending, stooping, standing, kneeling, climbing, reaching and sitting. 

10.
Performs heavy lifting tasks up to 75 pounds.

MARGINAL FUNCTIONS

1.
May perform minor carpentry or plumbing tasks as assigned.

2.
May be required to work at other golf course sites as deemed necessary by golf course Site Superintendent.

QUALIFICATIONS

1.
An Associate Degree in Park Maintenance or Turf Management is desired or 2 years of proven experience in golf course grounds maintenance, or any combination of the above training and experience.

2.
Knowledge of occupational hazards and safety precautions pertaining to grounds maintenance.

3.
Knowledge of motorized equipment and vehicles used in grounds maintenance of golf courses.
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4.
Ability to obtain a valid Public Pesticide Operator License.

5.
Must possess a valid driver’s license. 

PSYCHOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Must have the ability to work around general population in public areas.

PHSYIOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Ability to drive a motorized vehicle to different locations.

2.
Ability to perform heavy lifting up to 75 pounds.

3.
Ability to climb, stoop, bend, reach, walk, sit or stand for long periods time. 

4.
Ability to operate vehicles and equipment.

COGNITIVE CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Must possess excellent interpersonal skills to establish and maintain effective working relationships with all levels of employees, and the general public.

2.
Ability to train field personnel in golf course grounds maintenance.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS

1. Exposure to inclement weather; extreme heat, cold, and rain.

2. Exposure to hazardous working conditions on a daily basis.

3.
Exposure to hazardous chemicals on a daily basis during golfing season.
