The position reports to the Director of Operations and Infrastructure and supervises one or more personnel.  

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS

Supervises and coordinates personnel engaged in preventative maintenance, technical diagnosis and repair, rebuilding and assembling of components for automobiles, trucks, aerial man lifts, heavy equipment, grounds related machinery, and shop welding and fabrication work

Maintains detailed computerized service and repair records on vehicles and equipment.

Prepares written reports for Assistant Superintendent of Construction Operations and Superintendent of Operations.5.
Ensures that parts and supplies ordered for Fleet operations comply with proper purchasing procedures.

Performs difficult and complex examinations, repairs and services on motor vehicles, heavy equipment, agricultural and grounds related machinery.

Documents service and or repair procedures performed.8. 
Informs Assistant Superintendent of any unsafe conditions present on any district vehicles or equipment.

9.
Operates all shop test equipment and tools.

10.
Performs heavy lifting tasks up to 75 pounds.

Drives a motorized vehicle to travel to different locations and as part of the diagnosis and repair process.

Performs tasks that will require walking, bending, stooping, standing, kneeling, climbing, reaching and sitting.

QUALIFICATIONS

Completion of a vocational or trade school technical training program.  A.S.E. certifications in six areas of Heavy Duty Truck and six areas of Automotive.

Five years experience at a dealership or automotive repair shop and two years of supervisory experience in automotive, trucking, or heavy equipment trade.

Knowledge and ability to troubleshoot, diagnose, and repair a broad range of equipment that encompasses all sizes of gas and diesel engines and their associated hydraulic systems.

Knowledge of occupational hazards and safety precautions related to the automotive service and welding trades.

Working knowledge of arc and gas welding, metal fabrication and construction.

Ability to work from blueprints and drawings.

7.
Possession of a valid driver’s license and ability to obtain a “CDL” class “A” license.
