SIGN SERVICE TECHNICIAN
The Sign Services Technician constructs, maintains, repairs and refinishes both interior and exterior signage.  Completes various assignments involving layout, design, surface preparation, painting and application of graphics.  This individual reports to the Senior Engineer and may supervise other District staff.  

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS

1. Uses engineering drawings and/or computer aided drafting files to design, layout and fabricate District signage using computerized sign machine.  

2. Assembles and installs signs on site.

3. Responsible for sign inventory and ordering materials.

4. Performs site inventories of existing signage and ensures signs meet current District standards.

5. Operates all equipment typically found in a sign service shop including silk screener, vinyl cutter/painter, personal computer, cutting equipment, measuring instruments, spray painting equipment, sandblasting equipment and small hand tools.

Drives a motorized vehicle to travel to different locations.

7.
Performs tasks that will require walking, bending, stooping, standing, kneeling, climbing, reaching and sitting.

Performs lifting tasks up to 75 pounds.

MARGINAL FUNCTIONS

1. May review bid specifications and proposed vendors for sign materials.

2. Assists with inventory storeroom operations as needed.
QUALIFICATIONS

1. Two-year technical school. 

2. Two years work experience in a sign service shop or three years commensurate training and experience.

3. Ability to work from engineering documents, sketches, blueprints, computer aided drafting files as well as written and oral instruction.

4. Working knowledge of computerized sign making software programs and Computer Aided Design Drafting (CADD). 

5. Knowledge of hazards and safety precautions pertaining to the painting, refinishing and construction of signs.

Must possess a valid driver’s license and may be required to obtain a commercial driver’s license.   

PSYCHOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

Must have the ability to work around general population in public areas and deal with people under stressful situations.

COGNITIVE CONSIDERATIONS

1. Interpersonal skills to establish and maintain effective working relations with the public, vendors, and all levels of employees.

2. Ability to follow written and oral instructions.

3. Ability to complete intricate detailed projects.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS

1. May be exposed to inclement weather, extreme heat, cold, and rain.

2. Occasional hazardous working conditions when working in construction areas and paint spray area.

3. Regular exposure to flammable or toxic paints, solvents and other materials used to construct and handle signs.
