CARPENTER CREW CHIEF
The Carpenter Crew Chief is responsible for maintaining, repairing, remodeling and constructing buildings, and equipment.  Completes various assignments involving wood construction, concrete work, and masonry.  This position reports to the Superintendent of Construction and supervises non-exempt personnel.  May coordinate division work in the absence of the Superintendent. 

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS

1.
Uses engineering documents or instructions to build and repair: wood forms, frames, shelves, cabinets, windows, doors and floors; concrete structures and plaster surfaces.

2.
Uses drawings and sketches to build and repair mechanic facilities, structures, and buildings.
3.
Performs demolition, renovation and preventive maintenance on mechanical facilities, structures and buildings.
4.
Lays out assignments, directs crew to insure work is completed on time and in a safe and orderly manner.

5.
Operates all equipment found in carpenter shop, i.e., saws, sanders, drills, planers, and power hand tools as well as aerial lift truck.
6.
Drives a motorized vehicle to travel to different locations.
7.
Performs tasks that will require walking, bending, stooping, standing, kneeling, climbing, reaching and sitting. 

8.
Performs lifting tasks up to 75 pounds.
MARGINAL FUNCTIONS

1.
Assists in writing material and equipment specifications.
2.
May be assigned to estimate jobs and requisition supplies for projects.

3. 
May perform snow removal duties.

QUALIFICATIONS

1. Completion of vocational school or trade school and four years of work experience as a carpenter, or commensurate training and experience to be able to perform the necessary technical duties of the job.

2.
Two years of supervisory experience in the construction trade.

3.
Working knowledge of methods, practices, tools and materials used in the carpentry trade and related trades; ability to maintain assigned tools and equipment.

4.
Ability to work from engineering documents, sketches, blueprints and written and oral instructions.

5.
Knowledge of B.O.C.A. and local building codes.

6.
Knowledge of hazards and safety precautions pertaining to plumbing carpentry trades.

7.
Must possess a valid motor vehicle driver's license.
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PSYCHOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Must provide team leadership.

2.       Must have ability to work around general population in public areas and deal with people             under stressful situations.

PHYSIOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Ability to perform heavy lifting up to 75 pounds.

2.       Ability to climb, stoop, bend, reach, walk, sit or stand for long periods of time        

3.       Ability to drive a motorized vehicle.

COGNITIVE CONSIDERATIONS

1.      Must possess good problem solving ability and good judgment.  

2.      Must have good interpersonal skills to establish and maintain effective working relationships with superiors, the public and employees.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS

Regular exposure to inclement weather, extreme heat, cold, and rain; occasional hazardous working conditions on construction sites.
