PLUMBER     
The Plumber assembles, installs and repairs pipes, fittings, and fixtures of heating, water, and drainage systems, according to specifications and plumbing codes. Studies building plans and working drawing to determine work aids required and sequence of installations. Utilizes professional skills and knowledge to complete assignments involving plumbing, wood construction, and concrete work.  This position reports to HVAC/Electrician Crew Chief and may supervise personnel as needed.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS

1.
Assembles, installs, repairs and maintains plumbing/piping systems. 
2.
Installs and maintains pipe assemblies, fittings, valves, appliances such as dishwashers and water heaters, and fixtures such as sinks and toilets, using hand and power tools.
3.
Installs and maintains underground sanitary and water piping systems and extends piping to connect fixtures and plumbing to these systems.

4.
Measures, cuts, threads and bends pipe to required angle, using hand and power tools or machines such as pipe cutters, pipe-threaders, and pipe benders. Assembles pipe sections, tubing and fittings using couplings, clamps, screws, bolts, cement, plastic solvent, caulking or soldering.

5.
Studies building plans and inspects structures to assess material and equipment needs, to establish the sequence of pipe installations, and to plan installation around obstructions such as electrical wiring.

6.
Corrects unsafe conditions in work areas and reports items needing further attention to supervisor. 
7.
Operates job related hand and power tools.

8.
Keeps appropriate records including complete equipment repair history, work orders and other related data. Maintains detailed records of preventive maintenance and repairs on mechanical facilities piping systems.
9.
Responds to emergency situations; identifies, repairs and maintains plumbing, replacing defective washers, replaces or mends broken pipes, and opens clogged drains.


10.
Drives a motorized vehicle to travel to different locations.
11.
Performs tasks that will require walking, bending, stooping, standing, kneeling, climbing, reaching and sitting. 

12.
Performs heavy lifting tasks up to 75 pounds.

MARGINAL FUNCTIONS

1.
Maintains assigned vehicle in an orderly manner and performs daily operational checks. Notifies and schedules vehicle maintenance.

2.
Assists in writing materials and equipment specifications.

QUALIFICATIONS

1.
Completion of trade school and/or apprenticeship.
2.
Two years of experience as a licensed plumber.  
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3.
Working knowledge of methods, practices, tools and materials used in plumbing and related trades.

4.
Ability to work from engineering documents, sketches, blueprints and written and oral instructions.
5.
Knowledge of plumbing codes and building regulations, local building codes, and ADA requirements.

6.
Knowledge of hazards and safety precautions pertaining to plumbing trade.

7.
Knowledge of building sprinkler and plumbing systems.

8.
Ability to obtain a cross device inspector license.  
9.
Ability to effectively communicate and work with supervisors and staff.

10.
Must possess a valid motor vehicle driver's license.

PSYCHOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Must have ability to work around general population in public areas and deal with people under stressful situations.

2.
May perform work in confined spaces.

PHYSIOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Ability to maintain assigned tools and equipment.

2.
Ability to drive a motorized vehicle.

3.
Ability to climb, stoop, bend, reach, walk, sit, kneel or stand for long periods of time.

4.
Ability to do heavy lifting up to 75 pounds.

COGNITIVE CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with District staff and the public while performing duties.

2.
Must possess good problem solving ability and good judgment.  

3.
Must use good safety awareness and judgment.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
Occasional hazardous working conditions on construction sites.

2.

Worker performs work outdoors.  These conditions include extreme heat, cold and rain.

Worker is exposed to chemicals.

4.
May be exposed to hazardous vegetation (e.g. poison ivy).

5.
Protective equipment must be worn when applicable.
