GOLF COURSE MECHANIC
The Golf Course Mechanic is responsible for the repair and maintenance of all grounds equipment used at the golf course.  The duties are divided into two groups, the restoration of mechanically disabled vehicles to serviceable condition, and precautionary measures taken to keep vehicles and equipment in service.  Individual works with independence but is subject to inspection to ensure that established standards are maintained.  Reports to the Golf Course Superintendent or the Superintendent of Golf Course Grounds Operations. 
ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS

1. Performs repairs on all golf grounds maintenance related equipment, to insure proper operating condition and eliminate as much down time as possible.

2. Provides accurate records of all repairs in a maintenance log.

3.
Maintains maintenance area and hand tools in a clean and orderly fashion on a daily basis.

4.
Maintains a preventive maintenance program on all equipment.

5.
Maintains inventory of parts, lubricants, wheels, tires, etc. 

6.
Operates associated power equipment used in mechanics profession; i.e. mechanics tools, grinder, torch welder, drills, etc.

7.
Performs heavy lifting tasks up to 50 pounds.

8.
Drives a motorized vehicle to travel to different locations.

9.
Performs tasks that will require walking, bending, stooping, standing, kneeling, climbing, reaching and sitting. 

MARGINAL FUNCTIONS

1.
May perform minor plumbing, carpentry and electrical tasks in all golf course facilities.

2.
May be required to perform grounds maintenance tasks.

3.
Assists in writing equipment specifications for the purchase of new equipment and recommends disposal of trade-ins of existing equipment. 

4.
Requisitions supplies and equipment required for the job in accordance with the District purchasing policy.

5.
May be required to work at other golf courses as needed.

QUALIFICATIONS

1.
High school diploma. Additional technical training in automotive or small engine repair preferred.

2.
Three years mechanical experience at golf course (preferred), dealership, automotive or small engine shop.

3.
Considerable knowledge of small engine repair and maintenance, of testing equipment used in the repair and service of vehicles and equipment, and of automotive and hydraulic systems mechanics and repair methods; good knowledge of mechanical parts and equipment.

4.
Knowledge of occupational hazards and safety precautions of the mechanic trade.
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5.
Considerable knowledge in the diagnosis of defects and failures of specialized tools and equipment of the trade.

6.
Knowledge of electric and gas welding equipment.

7.
Must possess a valid driver’s license, and the ability to obtain class a “CDL A” license. 

PSYCHOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1. Must be able to work with minimal supervision.

PHYSIOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.
May work on weekends or holidays or prolonged hours to handle emergency repairs.

2.
Ability to climb, stoop, bend, reach, walk, sit, kneel, or stand for long periods of time. 

3.
Ability to drive a motorized vehicle and travel to different locations

4.
Ability to perform heavy lifting of up to 50 pounds.

COGNITIVE CONSIDERATIONS

1. Interpersonal skills needed to establish and maintain effective working relationships with all levels of employees, and the general public.

2. Must use good safety awareness and judgment.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS

1.
Regular exposure to hazardous working conditions related to the automotive/equipment repair field that involve cleaners, solvents, paints, greases, oils, and other flammable liquids.

2.
May be exposed to inclement weather, extreme heat, cold, and rain.

3.
Occasional exposure to hazardous working conditions.
